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23 cents—not a heck of lot of money—half a newspaper—a tenth of a gallon of gas—a couple of mints and postcard post-
age stamps! Now that might be the biggest bargain out there yet. How many of us have actually taken advantage of this over-
looked item?

| started sending postcards to friends and family when | began journeying to "exotic" locales for my bike rides. Death Val-
ley, Bishop, Solvang, Markleeville, Buttonwillow. Certainly not National Geographic worthy but it became a ritual to check into
the motel, grab some local color postcards, address and stamp them and get them postmarked on the day of the ride. | always
sent myself one to see if that 23 cent conveyance really worked and guess what? It did!

The QSL card is a wonderful device that utilizes that two bit item to a tee. Since the first of the year | have tried to keep my
goal of making at least one new CW contact a day. And | have discovered that contact can be cemented at the cost of a couple
of washers at the hardware store.

After signing 73 | log my new contacts details. Then | head to QRZ. Entering the call sign reveals the persons address and
sometimes a lot more. An autobiography, a picture of a shack or antenna farm, a picture of a pet. You realize there is a person
at the end of the those dots and dashes - Very interesting! | then address the card and fill in the details of the QSO - frequency,
UTC, RST, rig antenna and power and maybe a comment or two. | apply the stamp, drop it into the mailbox and off it goes!

And that is where the fun begins! In a couple of days or a week my mailbox begins to fill with cards from those contacts-all
sent by that 23 cent stamp. Some of the QSLs are old, some are new. Some are custom and some are plain. But they all say
the same thing. Thanks for the QSO and the QSL and hope to CU AGN! The circuit is complete! The QSL can be entered into
my log as sent and received. And | have physical proof! Two archaic forms of communications are combined in a strangely
gratifying way. And it cost far less than a cup of coffee!

| spent this weekend on the ARRL CW DX contest. The rain and my cold helped me stay indoors and for that | am glad.
Friday night was spent listening—trying to figure out what the devil was going on. | had visions of fingers flying in a cartoonish
blur at the other end of those machine-gun CQs. Finally | got the hang of it and responded to a call and the QSO took place
5NN in TX 5NN in NH 5NN in NM | was off and running! Once again | learned a lot.

I met my goal of 50 contest QSOs by 2243 on Sunday. | put down my pencil and took off the headphones. | had spent
about 6 hours on the air and about 1 hour logging and addressing the QSL cards. Yes, each station got one including the 9
Japanese stations | worked - although at 70 cents each those international postage stamps stretched my budget. Yet it cost
less than going to a movie - and it was far more enjoyable to boot!

I am not the first one to send a QSL card and | certainly hope | will not be the last. It is a wonderful way to meet the person
at the other end of that key and participate in the magic and tradition of amateur radio.

100 watts, a wire, a telegraph key, some QSL cards and 23 cent stamps. Simple components. Fantastic results!

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They are genderless, come in many amp ratings, self wipe when connecting/disconnecting, are easy to install, and they have
fast become the National RACES Standard. This means Anderson Power Pole connectors in 15, 30 and 45 amp ratings are
well suited for Amateur Radio use. And since all three amp ratings use the same exterior housing, you can connect a device
that uses a 15 amp connector to a 45 amp connector on your power supply. And a significant number of pre-built accessories
and cables are available.

However, there are some things to know about them before you replace all of your power supply leads.

Avoid soldering them if at all possible. The heat, even of low wattage soldering irons, can reduce the “springiness” of the
connectors and prevent a proper connection. If you plan on building a number of them, the $50 crimping tool available from
West Mountain Radio or PowerWerx is worth the cost. Or you can borrow the crimper from one of the many Hams who've al-
ready bought one.

Because they are genderless, it is possible to reverse polarity on them. It's very important that you confirm the polarity of
your equipment to insure you connect them correctly. Using the standard orientation of the housings is needed if you want to
use any of the pre-built equipment. | ALWAYS refer to the connector diagram | keep in my toolbox to confirm | have put them
together correctly.

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This Month’s Topic — What is the right OSCAR Antenna?

When speaking of satellites and antennas, the first thing most people think about is a dish antenna. People /
used to think about big ugly TV dishes (or BUDS) that operated around 3 to 4 gigahertz in the late seventies
and early eighties, and now see many smaller off set dishes that operate at 10 Ghz used by services like Dish Network in the
US and Bell Expressvu in Canada. Well what about all these dishes? Are they any good for Amateur satellite use?

The simple answer is yes. Depending on the dish it can be used for both receive and transmit antennas for OSCAR opera-
tion. Like any other type of amateur set up there are two main considerations. First is what type of antenna do | need to receive
and what type of antenna do | need to transmit with. Satellites communication is unique for the most part simply because your
contact is in orbit which means you are trying to hit a moving target . This is not like anything HF users are accustomed to.

What works well for HF is just about any type of antenna with a low takeoff angle. This allows the signal to bounce off the
ionosphere at the horizon, giving you the greatest distance. This works well for satellites in many situations too, as it can pick
up signals from satellites as they rise above the horizon. But this also means the antenna may not work that well when the sat-
ellite passes directly overhead.

The solution for this is to have a rotator that will move the antenna both in azimuth and elevation. This way you can point the
antenna in the direction (azimuth) of the satellite (ie, from zero to 360 degrees based on where it is in relationship to your
shack.) The elevation rotator is used to point the antenna up (i.e. tilting from zero to 90 degrees) so that as the satellite be-
comes higher you can point the antenna higher.

This may sound very complex, but you do not have to have fancy arrays of high gain antennas and Az/El rotators to make
contacts on amateur satellites. | have a colleague who uses a small fixed array of Yagi’s tilted up 30 degrees that is relatively
inexpensive and works very well. In this case you can use an azimuth rotator alone, or none at all. The effort is well worth it.

Okay what about portable operation????

The most popular antenna for portable operation is called the Arrow Antenna. It is a great antenna for portable use and again
is well respected in the Satellite world because it is easy to use and make piles of contacts. Another colleague and friend of
mine, 10 year old Advanced Amateur Aruni Perrea VE4AWMK of Winnipeg makes many contacts including the ISS using an
Arrow Antenna when she is not winning CW contests sending CW with her feet! Arunie and her dad Kamura VE4WKP work
together as a team.

In conclusion, you can make many contacts without having to take out a second mortgage on you home or invest in towers
and all the toys. Big arrays help but they are not necessary to make contacts. Use your imagination and check with Amateurs
on the bulletin boards as they will set you in the right direction. You can also homebrew many types of antennas (which will be
the subject of an upcoming edition of the Beacon.) Before long you will be making satellite contacts! But be careful if you do
start in Satellite communications it is exciting and very addictive.
