ORCA members Mike Cassidy W6UAB and Robert Fire-
hock KEGIUE took their ham skills to other bands recently in
support of the U.S. Coast Guard’s participation in a Depart-
ment of Homeland Security Exercise. Mike and Bob are both
Coast Guard Auxiliary members in East Bay Flotilla 21. One
of the Auxiliary’s roles is to provide direct support to the
regular Coast Guard, providing a force multiplier effect. Mike
had his sleek white Saab certified as an Auxiliary Facility,
the requirements of which include being able to transmit and
receive on the marine bands (which live above our 2-meter
swathe of the spectrum). The two played liaison for Sector
San Francisco, the local Coast Guard operational element,
and provided a communications link between the Incident
Command staff and a Coast Guard boat dispatched to stand
off the Oakland shoreline.

The scenario contemplated an explosion at a Coliseum
event, with water-based transportation potentially playing a
role in the response. The goal of the exercise was to evalu-
ate the Oakland/Alameda County/Contra Costa County Ur-
ban Area Tactical Interoperable Communications Plan, or
the OAC UA TICP for ‘short’, in DHS-speak. Boiled down it
was to test how well the various first-responder agencies
from these three jurisdictions, plus CHP and the Coast
Guard, could speak to one another, using established pri-
mary dispatch center protocols and channels, in the areas of
managing communications logistics, communicating effec-
tively, implementing the communications plan and verifying
the inventory and status of their communications equipment.
An Oakland PD Lieutenant was the Incident Commander.
DHS and the participants seemed generally pleased with the
outcome, and the box lunch was good.
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We've put down our deposit and we're ready to rock and
roll again this year at the Annual Dinner. Clear your dance
cards for Wednesday, December 13th, and plan to join your
fellow hams and their significant hangers-on as we follow
Pier 29 from the Estuary to Ballena Bay for yet another eve-
ning of laughter, fellowship and raffle prizes; oh, and a few
short speeches, too. This Pier 29 is the same folks with
whom we dealt on the Estuary, and the menu and prices
track as well. The dinner committee will come up with the
usual three-entrée standard field (hoof, wing and gill), and a
vegetarian alternative will be available. Once those details
are settled, we’ll publish a fixed price and be ready to take
your reservations and checks. If you want to donate a raffle
prize, please get in touch with the Raffle Master, WB6NER.
Listen to the weekly nets and check the website for updates
and information as party time gets closer.
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In place of the November first Saturday meeting, we will
be conducting our annual Simulated Emergency Test, or
SET. Designed to both test and practice our emergency
communications response, this event dovetails with the
Amateur Radio Relay League’s (ARRL) annual focus on
ARES, the Amateur Radio Emergency Service. Currently in
the planning stages, this exercise will include activation of
the EOC at Fire Station 1, dispatch to various neighborhood
stations and passing exercise traffic. It will start with a re-
source net after the scenario begins and we hope to have it
scaleable to accommodate smaller or larger numbers of par-
ticipants. However, ideally, as this is our major annual ARES
activity, all of us will find the time at least to check in to the

resource net. Afterwards we’ll convene for a debrief, details
to follow.
